Championship Day-April 1 

Capping an end to the 2020-2021 season, games were played on Thursday 
night to determine Champions in The Country Dartball League 
Championship and Consolation Playoffs. 

Slinger House traveled to Pioneer Bowl for the League Championship series 
to face the League's top seeded team. Coming off a 45-6 season and 2 playoff 
wins, Pioneer used an 8-run 4th inning in game one to take care of Slinger 
House 13-7. Harry Roecker and Kim Schmidt both 4-5 leading the Bowl. The 
bottom of the 1st inning in game #2 is when the tide turned and all 
momentum swung towards Slinger House. Andy Duthie started the madness 
with a run scoring triple, one of his 6 hits in the game, that led to a 4-run 
inning and a 19-1 victory. Doug Fiedler 4-6 and Ryan Schultz 4-5 also laid 
the wood sending the House and Pioneer to a game 3. The strong hitting 
continued for Slinger House with 2 in the 1st and 6 in the 2nd as they 
cruised to a seemingly comfortable 19-8 lead in the 9th inning. Pioneer 
made the contest interesting in the bottom of the 9th , sending 13 batters to 
the plate and scoring 7 runs before 3 outs caught up with them. Slinger 
emerged victorious with a 19-15 victory and were crowned the Country 
Dartball League Champions. Andy Duthie was named Championship game 
MVP. 

Over in Hartford, Big Guys 6.9 hosted Nite Owls in the Championship 

Bracket 3rd place game and took game one convincingly, winning 20-4. Zac 
Frank 4-5, Travis Steger 5-6 and Chris Oechsner 5-6 did the damage for Big 
Guys. Game 2 saw Big Guys score 2 runs in the top of the 9th inning  to take a 
7-6 lead. Nite Owls however used a game tying triple from Dan Lighthizer 
and a walk-off single from Ken Vlasik giving the Owls a 8-7 victory and force 
a game 3. Mike Hennecke used a 4-5 game for the 6.9ers leading them to an 
8-1 win to capture 3rd place. 

In Richfield, first time playoff team Sals traveled to Kenickys 1 for the 
Consolation Bracket Championship. After Sals scored in the top of the 9th to 
take a 5-3 lead in game 1, Kenickys came back with 2 runs in the bottom of 
the frame on a Nate Monroe 2-run triple to tie the game 5-5 and force extra 
innings. Matt Esch then tripled in Joel Fus giving Kenickys a 6-5 10-inning 
victory. Game 2 proved just as exciting. A back-and-forth affair made it to 
the 12th inning where Chris Olmschenk tripled in Dan Gresen for a 5-4 
Kenickys 1 lead. Sals could not rally in the bottom of the 12th inning and 
Kenickys won the Consolation Championship.
