Lone Star 

couldn’t muster enough offense to keep up the with red-hot Sportscorner 1 

team losing 7-2 and 9-1. Sportscorner 1 was led by Eric Schaefer who was 6-9 

with 5 RBI. Steve Bruske batted 5 for 8 while Matt Feely and Jamey Schaetzel 

were both 4-9. Sportscorner 1 finished on a tear winning their last 23 out of 31 

games on the season. The Power of the Denim lives on! 

Out in Ackerville,  Sheryls Club 175 played host to Bubs Irish Pub 

(Germantown) for the 3
rd

 Place game in the Championship Division.  Sheryl’s

Game 3 saw Sheryls cruise to a 

7-2 win, giving them the 3
rd

 place money. Tyler Kinley (9-14 with 5 RBI) led 

Sheryls on the evening. 

The two top teams from the regular season squared off for the League 

Championship as Slinger House 2 (Slinger) headed south to take on Pioneer 

Bowl (Richfield) in a battle of teams who have won the last 3 Championships. 

Regular season Champion Pioneer Bowl was out to defend their 2013-14 

league crown and looked good in their 9-4 game one victory. Game 2 of the

followed by a back-and-forth flurry of hits by Schmitt, Joel Heidtke, Tim Enters,
